  One of the greatest blessings in my life is to 

sit under tutelage of some of the wonderful teachers 

of the Christian faith both past and present. We are so 

fortunate to live in an age where the writings of the 

saints who have gone before us are so widely 

available to us. There is also an abundance of places 

we can turn to glean the writings and insights of 

those who God is powerfully using today to proclaim 

His truth. One of the greatest avenues of such 

material comes via the internet. One of the saints of 

our day that God has used to instruct, encourage and 

inspire me over the past few years is John Piper. Dr. 

Piper is the Pastor of Preaching at the Bethlehem 

Baptist Church in Minneapolis, Minnesota.  
 

  Below you will find the first part of an article 

entitled ñChristian Courage,ò written by Pastor Piper. 

I am sharing this second-hand material with you for 

two very important reasons. First, because I believe it 

is some wonderful truth from the Word of God.   

Second, because I want to expose you to this 

wonderful website (desiringGod.org) and encourage 

to you visit it often. As you will note below John 

Piper permits this material to be disseminated at will.  
 

  Christian courage is the willingness to say and 

do the right thing regardless of the earthly cost, 

because God promises to help you and save you on 

account of Christ. An act takes courage if it will 

li kely be painful. The pain may be physical, as in war 

and rescue operations. Or the pain may be mental as 

in confrontation and controversy.  
 

  Courage is indispensable for both spreading 

and preserving the truth of Christ. Jesus promised 

that spreading the gospel would meet resistance: 

"Then they will deliver you to tribulation, and will 

kill you, and you will be hated by all nations because 

of My name" (Matthew 24:9). And Paul warned that, 

even in the church, faithfulness to the truth would be 

embattled: "I know that after my departure savage 

wolves will come in among you, not sparing the 

flock; and from among your own selves men will 

arise, speaking perverse things, to draw away the 

disciples after them" (Acts 20:29-30; see also 2 

Timothy 4:3-4). Therefore, true evangelism and true 

teaching will take courage. Running from resistance 

in evangelism or teaching dishonors Christ. There is a 

kind of cowardice that tells only the truths that are 

safe to tell. Martin Luther put it like this:  
 

 If I profess with the loudest voice and clearest 

exposition every portion of the truth of God except 

precisely that little point which the world and the 

devil are at that moment attacking, I am not 

confessing Christ, however boldly I may be 

professing Christ. Where the battle rages, there the 

loyalty of the soldier is proved, and to be steady on 

all the battlefield besides is mere flight and disgrace 

if he flinches at that point.

 Billy and I went to the park the other Saturday 

for a picnic.  It was a wonderful day and the park was 

full.  We had great conversation, but at one point 

baseball came up.  I mentioned to him how big 

baseball seems to be in these parts compared to 

where I grew up.  He responded with a simple 

ñBaseball is big everywhere, itôs Americaôs pastimeò.  

Well, it just so happens that this month holds the 

anniversary for the very first officially recorded 

baseball game.  It was held June 19, 1846 in 

Hoboken, NJ and was a game between the New York 

Nine and the Knickerbockers.  Many variations of 

baseball were played prior to that game, and baseball 

continued to be shaped and changed after it.  None 

the less, it still holds the record for being the first.  I 

wonder what those players thought, as they played 

four innings in which 24 runs total were scored.  Did 

they realize they were playing Americaôs pastime? 

 After our afternoon at the park, Billy and I got 

into Billyôs car and drove home.  Billy drives a Ford 

Contour and has owned it for four years now.  He 

calls it his businessmanôs car.  Though an ordinary 

sedan, Ford has come leaps and bounds.  It is also in 

June that we mark the anniversary of Henry Fordôs 

invention of the first experimental automobile called 

Ford Quadricycle.  It ran on four bicycle tires, had a 

4.00 horsepower engine, two geared transmission,  

and had a 3 gallon fuel tank under the seat.  The 

Quadricycle maxed out at 20 mph.  Crazy to think 

that in Billyôs Contour we have over 30 times the 

horsepower, an automatic transmission, a 15 gallon 

gas tank, and can take it at highway speeds.  And 

Billyôs Ford Contour is the most ordinary of cars.  In 

the car world, there are vehicles much more 

impressive.  So when Henry Ford was putting those 

four bicycle tires on to the first horseless carriage, did 

he realize how he would transform our 

transportation? 

 These are both a start: the start of a game, the 

start of a new transportation.  And neither event in 

history was the end of the story.  Both, were 

transformed, manipulated, changed for the better of 

what we find today.  This will fortunately continue. 

 As a culture, I think we can get too focused 

on the end that we forget to start.   In Christianity, we 

worry about fulfilling Godôs big purpose for our life 

that we miss His daily plan.  We stress over saying 

yes to our church due to feeling not good enough 

rather than seeing the good God wants to do through 

us.  We strive for success so strongly that we forget 

Godôs hand is over us. 

 Proverbs 16:3-4, 8 reads ñCommit to the 

LORD whatever you do, and your plans will succeed.  

The LORD works out everything for His own end - 

even the wicked for a day of disasteréBetter a little 

with righteousness than much gain with injustice.ò  

God is calling us to the starting line.  His starting 

line, where we lay down ourselves before Him.  We 

pick up our cross daily and let God determine our 

steps (Luke 9:23, Proverbs 16:9).
