 I have an amazing husband, Billy Travis 

Villa.  He is not a William, but it says Billy right 

there on his birth certificate.  His father is also a 

Billy, but with the awesome substitution of ñGeneò 

for a middle name ï and yes he is a Michael Jackson 

fan. J  I have always been fond of the last name 

Villa as well.  I was excited to go from Schwent to 

Villa.   The Pippi Villa pattern of consonants and 

vowels in addition to simply less letters makes 

signing my name a pleasure.  But for Billy, Villa is 

more than a concise conglomeration of letters. 

 Villa ties Billy to his grandfather whom he 

has never met:  Apolinar Alberto Villa Junior ï Paul 

for short.  Paul was from Mexico, and back in the 

1950ôs he married who we now know as Grandma 

Francis.  Though Paul has been dead for nearly 30 

years, it is through him that Billy and his family find 

their Mexican heritage.   

          With May and Mexican heritage we find the 

well-known Cinco de Mayo.  May 5
th
 is a day for 

celebration of Mexican heritage and pride.  However, 

it regularly gets lost in translation.  Many people, 

including myself, incorrectly see Cinco de Mayo in 

recognition of Mexicoôs independence.   Mexicoôs 

Independence Day is actually September 16.  Cinco 

de Mayo is in commemoration of the Battle of Puebla 

between the Mexicans and French ï through which 

the Mexicans miraculously won though outnumbered 

2 to 1.  Also, this was the last battle in which any 

country of the Americas was invaded by a foreign 

continent.  Though not Mexicoôs independence, it is a 

wonderful time and reason to celebrate the heritage 

and culture of Mexico. 

          This turns me to our faith.  I think of how 

many well intended, and even biblically founded, 

parts of Christianity get lost in translation.  However, 

I am not talking about Christianity being lost in the 

eye of the public like Cinco de Mayo - but how we 

lose sight of the intent of our faith actions.  I believe 

this is what the Pharisees struggled with.  They were 

so focused on the law, on the rules, on how to follow 

them to a T.  In Matthew 23, however, we see Jesus 

rebuke the Pharisees for losing sight of why the laws 

were there in the first place. 

 

          And we still struggle with this.  We take the 

Bible, the wonderful things it has written in them and 

we make an outline of what to do and  what not to do.  

We look at the passage of the Sheep and the Goats in 

Matthew 25:31-46 as a list of the good deeds we can 

check off.  There is a rising trend in certain youth 

mission organizations where their primary focus is 

more on an emotional experience for those serving 

than for those in need.  I know firsthand, as do many 

people of our church, the personal impact of doing 

service, but I question when that became the primary 

intent.  Something has been lost.   But looking to 

Ephesians 2:8-9 ñFor it is by grace you have been 

saved, through faith ï and this is not from yourselves, 

it is the gift of God- not by works, so that no one can 

boast.ò And then in the same way, we find intent in 

James 2:17 reading ñIn the same way, faith by itself, 

if it is not accompanied by action, is dead.ò
